Use of this number will greatly speed the repair process.

Wednesday is recycling day. Please be considerate of your neighbors: don®place
your recycling bins on the curb until Tuesday night.

If for some reason you get the bins out late and miss the pickup, please don®let
them sit out for the entire week. Your neighbors will appreciate it.

Steps for success: Phone CSl at
703-444-3181, patiently explain your
situation, know where you live, know
what day your trash is collected, and
remember that you live in Richland
Forest.

To avoid the hassle of having to undo an expensive modification, first get approval
from the Architectural Control Committee. This includes the addition of a deck,
fence, patio, gazebo, walkway, storm doors, etc. It also extends to color choices for
paint, replacing garage doors, and major landscaping.

Forms for approval can be found on the web site and approval is usually a formality
for any reasonable changes or additions.
